- Effective April 25th, 2023, Palau will no longer require COVID-19 vaccination to enter the country. 

- The Palau Entry Form must be completed online within 72 hours or less prior to your arrival time into 
the Republic of Palau at https://palautravel.pw/
Only ONE form is required per family or per single traveler. A copy will be emailed to you after you submit your 
form. Save a copy of the email as well as your generated QR code to expedite your entry verification upon 
arrival in Palau.

- All visitors must have a valid passport not less than 6 months from date of expiration and proof of return 
arrangements. A 30-day Tourist Visa will be issued upon arrival.

* As part of Palau's Responsible Tourism Education Act, reef-toxic sunscreens are banned in Palau. Travellers 
should take reef-safe, non-nano mineral based sunscreens into Palau.

* It is illegal to bring and use e-cigarettes and vapes in Palau.

* The use of Drones around the Palau Islands is permitted as long as they have been registered and a permit 
obtained in advance from the Palau National Aviation Authority. The permit is free of charge and the application 
process takes 2 - 3 days.

* Permit with ACCESS to Jellyfish Lake US $100.00 per person, valid for 5 consecutive 
days. Non-transferrable
Guest wishing to upgrade for access to Jellyfish Lake must pay an additional $75.00 
per person.
PELELIU STATE PERMITS (if required) (visitor 6 years old and older)
* Permit for SCUBA Diving US $60.00 per person, valid for 5 consecutive days. Non-
transferrable
Payment for permits is recommended in USD cash upon arrival at Sam's Tours - credit 
card payments attract a 3.5% surcharge

Please note: 
* Please bring your own towel and rain jacket or something to keep you warm because 
the weather in Palau is unpredictable 
* A regular day of diving with Sam’s Tours typically stays within Koror State waters 
and only the Koror State Rock Island 
Permit is required. For diving and water tours in Peleliu, the appropriate Peleliu State 
permit is required. 
* No refunds/exchanges for any unused portion of the package
* It is mandatory in Palau that all divers carry a Surface Marker Buoy (safety sausage)

* Following days pick-up service at approx 8:30AM from hotel (in Koror only)
* Boat leaves Sam’s Tours dock at approx 9:15AM
* Return to Sam’s Tours at approx 4:30PM
